
Jeffrey Hartgraves is a Bay Area theatre veteran, having performed in, written, directed, performed and/or produced dozens of local productions. His play Carved In Stone was produced at Eureka Theatre in 2002, directed by John Fisher. He co-wrote and directed the hit Family Jewels: The Making of Veronica Klaus, which received three productions, including two on the Theatre Rhinoceros mainstage.

He was honored to originate the role of Guy Burgess in the first full U.S. staging of Single Spies by Alan Bennett. Other stage roles include:  Medea: The Musical, Amnesia, Worse Than Chocolate, A Few Gay Men, and Tennessee Williams in Carved In Stone. 

His play Blood Mirage will be given a staged reading on May 4th, 2008 by The Eugene O’Neill Foundation at Mr. O’Neill’s home in Danville, directed by Mike Ward. For information: www.eugeneoneill.org.  His plays have also been produced in Arizona, Los Angeles and various colleges around the U.S.
He has twice been Guest Artist in Residence with JSC/Alchemy Project.  Awards include: Best of Fringe; Best Comedic Play, SF Fringe Festival 2003; and Dean Goodman Award - Best Director 2003 for A Beautiful Man.  In 2007, he was awarded a Individual Artist CA$H Grant from Theatre Bay Area, which facilitated two productions of his autobiographical play Shark Bites (a very nearly solo show), which used humor as a dynamic element while exploring fear as life motivation, and his recent experience with multiple myeloma (bone cancer). He is currently working on Tacit: a life medley with David Bicha and Don Seaver, and Halston: unzipped, to feature ‘Drew Todd as the world-famous designer himself. (He’s working as fast as he can, people!)

Direction credits include Worse Than Cbocolate, StarCrossed, and The SantaLand Diaries. His first theatre project in SF was directing the solo show Last Sunday In June starring good friend Leon Acord.

He produced an interactive DVD for Synoptics Research LLC, which won an International Health and Medical Media Award [a.k.a “Freddie Award”] in 2007. His writings have appeared in literary journals such as The GW [George Washington] Review, Coe College Review and New Scriblerus.
